THE PRESENCE OF THE
HOLY SPIRIT

We have a unique episode in the Acts
of the Apostles today. A whole roomful
of people are baptized with the Holy Spir-
it before they are baptized with water!
The verb used—*“the Holy Spirit ‘fell” on
them” (Acts 10:44)—is characteristic of
the way the Spirit works throughout the
book of Acts: powerful and surprising.
Though this “baptism” is not the norma-
tive way the New Testament describes
baptism, it is still a good reminder today
that the Holy Spirit is not controlled by
whether or not we pour water, but rather
that our sacramental signs reveal the pres-
ence of the Spirit at work among us. And
we have a double reinforcement of how
this work is accomplished from a Letter
